The Council RESOLVED to object to the proposed development on the following grounds:

There are reserves that the 2 buildings are too big for the plot and it would be too cramped
— the Council suggests 2 smaller homes or one large one

5 bedroom executive types homes are out of keeping with the setting

The back development of this size on Greenfield land would be setting a precedent
and the Council is mindful that this can be used to allow appeals (as is the case with
the outline planning for this plot which was allowed because of the misunderstanding
by the appeal official over other back development on Station Road which was on
existing building footprints, not on green land)

The view from the approaches by foot, road and river will be impacted by this
development and even more so if the large cramped buildings are given permission

08.121) OFFICIAL ANNOUNCEMENTS, NOTICES & REPORTS

Chairman: The Chairman reported that Cllr Brian Farrow had tendered his
resignation from the Council and would be leaving at the end of the calendar year.
She thanked him for all his years of hard work, particularly as the footpaths warden
and said that the Council was very sorry to see him go and that he would be sorely
missed. These sentiments were reiterated by other councillors

Clerk: The Clerk reported on the JAG meeting that she had attended the week
before. Sgt Wooldridge had been promoted and would be leaving in December after
a handover period with the new sergeant. The priority for the Community Safety
Team (CST) is to encourage involvement with the JAG® and the CSP®. The JAG?
comprises representatives from different groups from with the community, including
the police, to look at ways of implementing the priorities set by the CSP®. She
mentioned that Smartwater would be ordered shortly, but the take up had been very
low, that NORTHANTS CCFort Bookmark not defined. - Hegther Smith would be
receiving agenda as a matter of course, and would aim to attend 2 meetings per
year and finally that the Youth Shelter was being demolished that day

08.122) REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES

1. Pocket Park
It was RESOLVED to approve expenditure up to a maximum of £40 for new
boundary fencing

2. Footpaths
ClIr Brian Farrow reported that the stile from Ruisbrick Lane into the field on the
Northern side was rotten and that he had written requesting a new one (NB since the
meeting, it became apparent that the stile parts had been dropped off at Brian's and
he mended the stile on the day following the meeting)

08.123) MATTERS ARISING FROM MEETING ON 13TH NOVEMBER 2008

1. Minerals & Waste consultations
The meeting was advised that the specific objection to increased lorries was not
applicable to the previous consultation and that a revised consultation was expected
in January where the points and concerns previously made could be effectively
made to NORTHANTS ccC*

2. Village Hall kitchen
A copy of the invoice for the fixtures and fittings for the new kitchen had been
provided by the village hall committee, but the Council would have preferred proper
accounts for the kitchen. However, it agreed to accept the invoice as the grant was
for £100 the invoice was for £2773 and the entire project was understood to have
cost in excess of £5,000

3. Allotments

There had been a discussion at the November meeting about the waste material
from the hedge removal in 2007/8. Nobody had been able to find a copy of the
contract for the work in the interim so no certainty of the arrangements, but it is
believed that the waste should have been burnt on site — Clir Codman pointed out
that it would have been ideal to have done so that day (as the same contractor was
removing the Youth Shelter). (He also pointed out in passing that the tyres left over
from the Youth Shelter construction should have gone in the tyre skip that was
currently in the village). The Clerk was instructed to contact the contractor to ask
him to burn the detritus on site at the allotments.

08.124) UPDATE ON COMMUNITY ISSUES

Police Sgt Wooldridge from Oundle Community Safety Team had spoken with and
subsequently written to the Clerk about the possible demolition of the bus shelter at the
junction of Church Street and Apethorpe Road and the possibility of starting up a youth
club in the village. After some discussion, the Council decided that if the shelter were
demolished, the focal point as a meeting place for young people would move to
elsewhere in the village. It did not feel that the safety issues that Sgt Wooldrige had
pointed out made the structure unsafe. The liability for the shelter and the safety of its
users was acknowledged, but that these warrant the complete removal of the bus shelter
was refuted. The Council agreed that the hole would be filled, which Clir Codman
undertook to fix and if the funding that had been requested or funding from a Community
Safety fund was granted, replacement of the bus shelter would be reconsidered.

The Council RESOLVED to monitor the situation closely and check the safety of the
fabric to ensure the safety of all users.

With regard to a Youth Club, in addition to the letter from the Police, a villager had come
forward to volunteer to set one up. The Council voiced its full support of this idea and
asked the Clerk to pursue by asking the person what they would envisage, to contact the
STC® and ENC! to ask for support for this project.

08.125) SPORTS ASSOCIATION MEETING
1. Rabbit Proof Fencing

Due to the fact that NCC® had advised at the meeting that they did not feel that
rabbit proof fencing would be effective in keeping out rabbits, the Council declined to

investigate new fencing. Clir Jane Norman volunteered to monitor the holes at the
Sports Field. The Clerk advised that any public liability claim caused by trip hazards JN
would be made ultimately against the Council and the members must be able to
demonstrate reasonable care in preventing such incidents.

2. Resurfacing of the roadway to the sports field car park

The Council declined to invest in a new surface for the access road in light of the
new pavilion

There was a brief discussion regarding the other points raised — Dominic McMullen from
NCC® had elected to appoint 3 companies to carry out a site survey with a view to
quoting for safety netting to protect the play area. NCC® had been provided with the
information they need to provide a mock up drawing of the proposed pavilion. In
addition, the Council noted that NCC® would not be in a position to unilaterally make
alterations to the existing pavilion as it does not belong to that organisation. It was
pointed out that building regulations may not be granted. ClIr Jane Norman suggested
that it would be advantageous to find the Sports Association constitution.
