Youth Shelter

As many of you will be aware, the Youth Shelter at the playing field has been the focus
of much unwanted attention since it was built some two years ago. It has been
attacked and vandalised on dozens of occasions. The Council, the Police, the Youth
Services and the Young People who built it are all at a loss in understanding why this
has happened — it was for the teenagers in the village, their own hang out place, and it
has been wrecked. It is almost certain that the latest wave of attacks in the last couple
of months has been by village children and teenagers — it was for them and they've
ruined it!!

At recent meetings, the Parish Council has been discussing the Youth Shelter in some
depth. At the October meeting, it very reluctantly came to the conclusion that
regretfully the shelter is going to have to be demolished and removed due to its poor
state, because of the vandalism and abuse to which it has been subjected.

This systematic abuse has ruined many, many hours of hard work put in by the
youngsters who were part of the project and is a very sad illustration of wilful
destruction and diabolical community attitude. Many of the Young People who built the
shelter have expressed how upset they have been to see the shelter as it is now —
what a sad lesson for them to have to learn so young.

Goal Posts

The goal posts that the Parish Council bought have experienced a similar story to that
of the Youth Shelter. The Parish Council bought them for the young people of the
village, by request. The potential users were consulted as to which ones they would
prefer and got the ones they wanted. The goals have not been looked after properly
and have been abused and are now virtually useless. This matter is going to be
discussed at the next Parish Council meeting — if you have an opinion, please email or
write to the Council on the contact details below.

Street lighting

As has been mentioned in this newsletter, the Parish Council is weighing up the
options with a view to changing to white lighting. The Council is keen to hear from

King's Cliffe & Area Community Sports Project

You will hopefully be aware of this project, which is an £800million+ scheme funded by
grants including the Big Lottery, Local & District Councils and Landfill tax. Phase 1 is
opening as this newsletter goes to press. It includes 2 football pitches, a fully equipped
young people’s recreation park (including skate board, BMX, basket ball, football and
informal recreation facilities), and a large public amenity area If you would be
interested in taking up the offer of a bus service to this facility and back again, say
once or twice a week for a few hours at a time, please contact Sarah, details below or
text to 07767 795825.

ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR IN NASSINGTON

There are many types of anti-social behaviour, including what is being reported by
residents in Nassington: rowdy & nuisance behaviour; yobbish behaviour and
intimidating groups taking over public spaces; throwing of objects (with a real possibility
of causing criminal damage) vandalism and noisy & reckless driving of cars and
motorbikes

There have been incidents of rowdy and very inconsiderate goings-on over the past
couple of months. Lots of different users of the village hall have been incredibly
intimidated by groups of children/young teenagers throwing things at the hall whilst
people are inside (this has included other children). Some older people have been
terrified by the sudden noise of apples being thrown at their windows with some force
and games of door knock/run-away. Many ‘ordinary’ people are worried about being
out in the evening with this ‘gang’ of children intimidating others. This obnoxious
behaviour will not be allowed to continue — the community will not put up with it.

The Police know who these children are and so do many of the residents. At the
moment, all but a handful of the children involved are from the village. DO YOU
KNOW WHAT YOUR CHILD IS UP TO? Your children are your responsibility — you
are accountable for their behaviour. The Police will be visiting the homes of persistent
offenders. The Police & Community Safety teams will be working with other
community agencies to stamp out anti-social behaviour. (This includes social housing
agents — EMHA & Spire Homes have a clause whereby anti-social behaviour
contravenes your tenancy agreement — think about it..... might you be at risk of losing
your home? Do you really want to put it to the test?)

There are a number of ways that you can help raise awareness about any concerns
you have. Report specific incidences or issues you have — there is no way of us
knowing what is going on in your village otherwise. Phone 08453 700700 to speak to
the Safer Community team at Oundle Police Station or 01832 742204 for East
Northants Council, Or you can email: SCTEastNorthantsNorth@northants.police.uk or
communitysafety@east-northamptonshire.gov.uk — If you are perfectly happy with how
things are, no need for these details, but if you have any concerns whatsoever, use
them.

If you are really concerned about what's going on, get involved — make your voice
heard. Join the Community Panel which meets to decide what the priorities should be
for the area safety team and directs the Police and Community teams accordingly. This
is a panel of everyday people who simply care about what happens in their patch, not a
bunch of vigilantes or the Stasi! Contact details as above for more info

If you want to find out more about anti-social behaviour, its causes and effects and how
you can get involved please look at www.respect.gov.uk. There is some helpful advice
on there for parents who want to stop their children’s behaviour — is it your
responsibility to control your child and put a stop to this intolerable state of affairs and
help is there if you need it.



Could you be a host to Mary and Joseph for the nigh  t?
What is Posada? Posada is a Spanish word meaning ‘inn'.
celebrations originated in Mexico where two young people were chosen to
dress up as Mary and Joseph. They would travel from house to house in their
village telling people about the imminent arrival of Jesus and asking them if
they would give Him a room. On Christmas Eve they would re-enact a
community play and bring figures of Mary and Joseph to be placed around a
crib.

Our own Posada is the modern day equivalent based on this concept, but
encourages people to give a home to the nativity figures of Jesus, Mary and
Joseph for a night. This symbolises making room for Jesus in our lives, homes
and communities.

Each night from the fourth Sunday before Christmas the travelling crib moves
around our parish, arriving in Nassington Church in time to celebrate the birth
of Jesus at the Christmas Eve Crib service.

All you need to do is add your name to the Journey Rota for a night that will
suit you to ‘host’ Mary, Joseph and the crib.

The Crib will arrive on your chosen night for you to enjoy.

The next day you need to take the travelling crib to the next host on the
journey rota.

Our purpose for organising the Posada is to encourage everyone to stop for a
moment to think about the first Christmas and the birth of Jesus and what this
means to us.
