08.087) REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES 
Cllr Yvonne Banke declared a personal interest as she lives close to the proposed sites.  
She took part in discussions as interest not considered prejudicial  
1. Cambridge & Peterborough Minerals & Waste Local Pla n Preferred Options 

(CPMWPO) – Meeting of ParishWatch on Thursday 2 nd October 2008-  Cllr 
Yvonne Banke attended this meeting to represent Nassington.  7 of the 12 parishes 
included in ParishWatch attended the meeting.  The main points covered: 

�  The preferred options document puts forward 2 landfill sites at Thornhaugh and 
an extension of the existing Bullimores extraction site 

�  The Thornhaugh sites are for inert waste (will include asbestos) and are already 
subject to the planning process in the normal course of events 

�  PCC3 have asked for support of the preferred options by supporting the fact that 
the previously mooted incinerator is no longer a proposal and the other local sites 
have been dropped. 

After some discussion, it was RESOLVED that the Council would object to the 
proposals on the grounds of the ensuing increased traffic, specifically: 
�  The NCC4 MWPO5 plan would be published in December ’08 and is likely to 

identify at least 2 sites additional to and in close proximity to those proposed in the 
CPMWPO6 bringing even more heavy goods traffic 

�  The proposal is likely to bring more traffic onto the A47 from the A1 at the 
Wansford junction.  It was felt that neither the roundabouts at the junction nor the 
A47 itself are currently capable of coping with the increased traffic 

�  A major concern was that there would be increased volume of traffic through

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08.088) ALLOTMENTS: Review of eviction policy of tenants contravening rules 
1. The Council was reminded of the background to this issue, whereby there is one 

individual allotment holder who has steadfastly refused to sign his tenancy 
agreement or pay the new rental rate.  The Council wrote to him in June 2008 
advising that if rent and the agreement were not forthcoming, the Council would take 
this as an indication that the allotment was no longer required.  The Council 
RESOLVED to write to the tenant again stating that the tenancy was henceforth 
nullified and that he is no longer entitled to use the allotment.   

2. The Council was advised that there had been no information received from ENC1 

regarding the overspill from the rear of 66 Church Street and that despite various 
verbal approaches about the state of the owner’s allotment, he has not improved it 
and it is now being used to store building debris and assorted scrap, contravening 
allotment rules.  The Council RESOLVED to write to the tenant advising him of this

08.090) PLAYING FIELD / SPORTS ASSOCIATION / CRICKET CLUB  
1. Youth Shelter - The meeting was advised that each incident of vandalism / abuse 

causing damage would attracted an excess of £125.  After some discussion, the 
Council agreed that this made it a non-viable proposition to pursue the scheme to 
have the shelter reinstated to its former state.  Various methods of repair were 
considered and each dismissed.  RESOLVED: It was proposed that, with 
considerable regret and very reluctantly, the Council has the Youth Shelter 
dismantled and disposed of. This was seconded, voted on and carried unanimously.  
3 local possible contractors were put forward and the Clerk instructed to invite them 
to tender for the work. 

2. Boundaries – An email had been received on the day of the September PC7 
meeting from the new owners of a piece of land abutting the playing field (on the 
northern and eastern boundary close to the path leading from the green) advising 
that they plan to spray the area around the fencing that they have installed along the 
boundary and asking the Parish Council to pay for grass seed.  The Council was in 
agreement with this arrangement in principle.  It instructed the Clerk to write to the 
landowners stating that: 

����  The area must be sprayed by a licensed and qualified person (as it is publicly 
accessible land),  

����  The area that the Council would like reseeded is the playing field side of the 
bank/new fence  

����  The Parish Council will provide sufficient grass seed to sow the area 

����  The Council anticipates this work to be carried out in the spring  

3. Gang mowers –  The Cricket Club had written to the Council by email to withdraw 
their request for assistance with the cost of the new gang mowers 

4. Date of Sports Association meeting –  The Cricket Club had suggested the 
approaching Saturday, 11th October, but nobody from the Council was able to make 
this date.

because the main justifying reason for changing the lighting colour appears to be 
safety 

�  The Clerk was instructed to put a note in the newsletter to state that the PC7 is looking 
into costs of replacing the lighting with white coloured and inviting comments 

As an aside, the Clerk was asked to contact the Church Council to find out why the 
lighting in the churchyard has been switched off at night – anecdotal reports suggest that 
people are avoiding walking through the churchyard at night for safety reasons.
