The repair
of the notice board was discussed and the council RESOLVED that as only one ClIr YB
tender had been submitted and as the outlay would be relatively low, that tender
should be accepted and instructions issued for the repair work. Councillor Yvonne
Banke nominated to contact Mr Richards of Yarwell who had submitted the quote.

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MATTER 2 The Club would like to try and get netting up before next season, between the
play area and the cricket pitch.

A lengthy discussion ensued which covered the following points:
In principle, the Council would like to make a contribution but is mindful of the laws
governing expenditure of public funds and feels unable to hand over money without
sight of a copy invoice
The Council realises that the cost of £1,000 is exceptionally competitive
There is a question about what happened to the old ones, as they belonged in part to
the Parish Council.

The Council is supportive of the safety netting project and would like to pursue the
possibility of grant funding for these and that the project would have to be put out to

tender to conform with the Council's statutory obligations with regard to capital Clerk
