�  There are reserves that the 2 buildings are too big for the plot and it would be too cramped 
– the Council suggests 2 smaller homes or one large one 

�  5 bedroomed executive types homes are out of keeping with the setting 

�  The back development would be setting a precendent and the Council is mindful that 
this can be used to allow appeals (as is the case with the outline planning for this plot 
which was allowed because of other back development on Station Road which was on 
exisiting building footprints, not on green land) 

�  The view from the approaches by foot, road and river will be impacted by this

Publication scheme with no modifications.  The Council also considered and agreed the 
guide to information available and concurred that the charge would be 10p. 
08.121) OFFICIAL ANNOUNCEMENTS , NOTICES & REPORTS 
1. Chairman:  The Chairman reported that Cllr Brian Farrow had tendered his 

resignation from the Council and would be leaving at the end of the calendar year.  
She thanked him for all his years of hard work, particularly as the footpaths warden 
and said that the Council was very sorry to see him go and that he would be sorely 
missed.  These sentiments were reiterated by other councillors  

2. Clerk:  The Clerk reported on the JAG meeting that she had attended the week 
before.  Sgt Wooldridge had been promoted and would be leaving in December after 
a handover period with the new Sergeant.  The priority for the Community Safety 
Team is to encourage involvement with the JAG2 and the CSP3.  The JAG2 
comprises representatives from different groups from with the community, including 
the police, to look at ways of implementing the priorities set by the CSP3.  She 
mentioned that Smartwater would be ordered shortly, but the take up had been very 
low, that NCCError! Bookmark not defined.  Cllr Heather Smith would be receiving 
agenda as a matter of course, and would aim to attend 2 meetings per year and

08.124) DISCUSS AND RESOLVE YOUTH SHELTER DEMOLITION  

The clerk had written to the potential contractors as instructed.  Two replies had been 
received, one of which had been preceded by a telephone call to explain why some of the 
costs were relatively high.  The tenders were opened and only one was a quote – the 
other was declining the work, but thinking the council for their interest and support.  It was 
unanimously agreed to accept the quote of £491 from KP & JA Willis to cover a skip for 
car tyres (£175) skip for other materials (£216) (Skip costs are based on minimum 
charges and are inclusive of commercial land fill tax) Plus labour.

08.126) STREET LIGHTING 
The Clerk reported that only one person had commented about replacing the amber 
street lamps with white lighting and no official written communications had been received.  
It was decided that as the matter had been mentioned in the newsletter twice, the lack of 
response indicated that villagers are happy to have the lighting changed from amber to 
white and no formal consultation was necessary. The Council RESOLVED that the street 
lights would be substituted with white lighting on a rolling replacement basis each time 
that it became necessary to replace a light, as to replace all in one go would cost in 
excess of £6,000.  The justification for this decision was safety.   

The Council would bear this project in mind with regard to future announcement of 
community safety grants. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

08.127) GRASS CUTTING CONTRACT 
Mr Bill White had included a short letter with his last invoice indicating that his quote for 
the following season would be £1,0850 for March – October inclusive, equating to £135 
per month.  The letter stated that a cut would be made prior to March, free of charge, 
should it be required and one last cut prior to the Remembrance Sunday service was to 
happen, again free of charge.  The Council RESOLVED to accept this quote and to thank 
Mr White for the exceptionally high standard of his work.  The Clerk was instructed to 
write to the PCC6 to request that the Parish Council be made aware of any upcoming 
special occasions which might require the grass to be cut (e.g. weddings, special services

08.128) GOAL POSTS 

The goal posts which had been bought earlier in the year (in the school Easter holidays) 
were now broken beyond repair.  The various reasons and faults were discussed and it 
was generally felt that the posts were not suitable for the purpose to which they had been 
put – i.e. swinging from the bars and general minor abuse – and that it would be difficult 
to argue the point with suppliers.  The Council agreed to discuss with the Sports 
Association, to put an article in the newsletter and to investigate grants / funding (the FA7 
was suggested as a potential source) 

08.129) RESPONSE TO NORTHAMPTON MINERAL AND WASTE DEVELOPMENT 

FRAMEWORK (MWDF) PREFERRED APPROACH 

A discussion took place around the greater implications of the overall replacement 
Minerals and Waste local plans, but none specifically to the Preferred Approach 
consultation open at the present time.  The Council agreed that should a proposal 
become apparent that a location within the parish was to be put forward, it would object in 
the strongest possible terms to the possibility of increased traffic, (possibly citing policy 
PPS13 which seeks to minimise the impact of additional transport movements on the 
environment and communities)
