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09.8) MATTERS ARISING FROM MEETING ON 11TH MARCH 2009  
1. Dog Bin – There would be no charge for collection of foul refuse from the new dog 

bin as ENC2 would be able to site it on highways land 

2. Footpath warden – The clerk had received confirmation from the potential volunteer 
that she is interested 

3. Stop the drop litter pick  – Approximately 30 bags had been collected and lots of

09.9) POCKET PARK :  Cllr Yvonne Banke, having responsibility for the pocket park, 
has been asked to submit a diary of events and work carried out at the park,  She is 
going to log all the hours she has worked on the project along with the hours worked by

09.10) ALLOTMENTS :   

Cllr Yvonne Banke reported on the annual meeting with the allotment holders. The new 
representatives are Liz Jarman, Darren Lee and Margaret Reid.  The action points are: 

·  Rubbish heap – this had started when the old perimeter hedge was removed and has 
been added to since.  It was agreed to get quotes to have it removed.  It was 
RESOLVED that if these were to come in at under £300, the work should go ahead. 
(The work would be to legally burn the pile, humanely, having removed anything 
unburnable first and spread the ash) 

·  A proposed solution to the wet area would be to dig out the ditches.  This might 
necessitate access onto neighbouring land and the clerk was instructed to approach 
the land agents of the owners to confirm that access would be possible 

·  The allotment holders had discussed the idea of a fund raising disco which they may 
not be progressing as a sum of £250 had been quoted for the marquee.   

·  Some of the allotment holders had requested a water tap to the east of the existing 
water trough as it is a long way to carry water to some of the allotments.  The Council 
agreed in principle to this and asked the committee to report back with details of the 
arrangements for a tap or tank 

·  All but one of the usable allotments are now leased.  One allotment holder had 
attempted to pay rent for the current year and the previous year, but as he will not pay 
the rent laid down nor sign a contract, the Council is in agreement that there is not 
agreement and therefore the person does not hold an allotment.  The Council 
gratefully received the money paid as a donation to the ongoing allotment works.

09.12) NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH & COMMUNITY SAFETY MATTERS:  

1. Update re communications with young people.   Cllr Mark Acred advised that he 
and Paul Wilcox would be speaking with people in the village the following 
Wednesday as part of the initial engagement process the following Wednesday.  They 
would try to gauge the feelings of adults and young people 

2.  Update from the police:  The précis of an email received from PCSO Paul Webster 
was read out to the meeting.   

3. Opportunity to discuss and action other community s afety issues. 
The matter of barbed wire and sheep netting under the water in the ford on Ruisbrick 
Lane was brought to the Council’s attention.  It was also brought to light that in the 
past, broken bottles and wood with nails in had been in the ford.  The Council agreed 
that there was potential harm for users of the ford, in particular animals and children.  
The clerk was instructed to contact the county council highways contractors with a 
view to them fixing the problem. 

The unsafe state of some of the equipment at the play area was discussed.  The clerk 
had sent photos to Fenland Leisure, the suppliers, but no quotes had come back.  It

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zip slide and the maid marion unit cargo net retaining pole came in at a figure agree at 
the meeting, £500, the clerk could go ahead and authorise the works 

It was also noted that young people were regularly playing football at the field, even 
though the football posts had become badly damaged.  This is a factor in the report 
per 09.13/1. 

09.13) PRESCHOOL: A letter had been circulated to members, from the committee 
chairman of Nassington preschool, requesting an area to lease at the playing field.  The 
meeting was advised that this was no longer what the preschool wanted the Council to 
consider 

 

09.14) PAVILION / NEW BUILD PROJECT : Cllr Mark Acred reported that he had 
discussed this project with the chairman of the preschool and the idea was now that the 
preschool’s plans would revert back to the previously mooted idea of being in the same 
building as the new pavilion/community centre.   

Cllr Acred was also working with the architect and various village community groups to 
gauge views and would keep the Council apprised.  His report to date as at the meeting 
is attached as appendix i
