The damage that they have done to peoples perception of
today’'s young peoples is far more severe than the mindless vandalism of the
shelter. | feel sure that there are some sensible young people out there and |
call on them to assert their pressure on the few amongst them that act in this
unacceptable way and convince them that it is not “cool” or clever to behave in
this way. Yes; parents should be responsible, but their piers are on the “front
line” and will sadly have more of an impact.

Considering the state of the nation — in hock, lacking morals and only
interested in celebrities pleading to get out of wherever they are in return for
fat fees, | wondered whether the traditional Happy New Year wish would be
appropriate. Only a brief reflection told me it would be. The fact is that if the
worst forecasts come true, we’'ll still enjoy a higher standard of living than
previous generations regarded as normal. They didn't have cars, central
heating, fitted carpets, television of any kind (never mind home cinema
systems), trips abroad, a month’s paid holiday each year, free medicine and a
welfare state that critics now say supports the workshy rather than the needy.

| have vague impressions of the 1930s depression, especially when the chap
next door, out of work for months, lost the job that could have given him hope.
That depressed us all. Thank goodness those days are over. | have much
clearer, adult, memories of what life was like in the 1970s and 1980s. Who
can forget the winter of 1979, when rubbish piled up in the streets, doctors
went on strike and bodies lay unburied? In 1975 Britain had to beg from the
International Monetary Fund to survive. Inflation was at 25 per cent, so wage
claims were 30 per cent. Old-timers commiserated with newly-weds like me
trying to get on the housing ladder (as an old-timer | now do the same). There
was the winter when Britain went on a three-day week and my two-month-old
daughter’s life was saved by an operation on a day when Peterborough
District Hospital was doing only emergencies.

In that time | lost two good jobs. | got in line at Whitehaven Labour Exchange
for £7.50p dole money. If I'd been an out of work miner, or trawler man, they'd
have known how to cope, but they'd never seen a journalist in the queue and
didn’t know what to do. So | got on my bike — and discovered that losing those
jobs pointed me in new and satisfying directions.

In spite of those setbacks, | look back on that period with fond memories: a
growing family, modest but happy seaside holidays, Christmas trees, school
nativity plays and speech days. And it was all in spite of the worst that
governments, trade unions and jumped-up politicians could do.

So, here’s to a Happy New Year. It's not impossible, but don’t rely on the
people who are running us. Look instead to family and friends.
