08.136) MATTERS ARISING FROM MEETING ON 13TH NOVEMBER 2008  
1. Fire Service  

The matter of the delay in response to the car fire in the village that had been 
broached in December was addressed.  The fire service had responded to the query 
raised about the response time by supplying the computerised data indicating that 
the fire was reported at 03.50 and the fire engine arrived at 04.06 on 16th November.  
One councillor disputed the veracity of the data but another explained that it is fact 
supplied by computerised and GPS equipment.   

2. Youth Club  
A detailed discussion was entered into and it was agreed that for the time being, the 
Council as a whole would be involved with the project, that Paul Wilcox from ENC1 
would be invited to a NPC3 meeting along with the volunteers that had come forward

08.137) STREET LIGHTING 

1. New street light on Station Road  
Telent, a contractor acting on behalf of BT had contacted the clerk to advise that BT 
wants to replace the pole in Station Road outside number 60.  This is the chairman’s 
house, but as there is not a prejudicial interest, she did not leave the meeting and 
took part in all discussions as did Cllr Guy Curtis who lives at the same property.  
 
As the pole is an ex electricity board one, it would be replaced with a BT one.  BT do 
not generally allow street lamps on poles as they present a hazard.  An alternative is 
to put a street lamp in the area in addition to the pole.  A protracted discussion took 
place regarding the siting of the various options and alternative arrangements.  The 
Clerk was instructed to find out where the proposed street light would be going and 
what other options there might be.   

2. White lighting  
The previous decision to convert street lighting from low sodium amber to white was 
overturned and the Council RESOLVED to keep the lighting as it is currently.

1. Update on New Build Project    
A comprehensive discussion took place centred around the lack of project 
management of the new pavilion.  The Council felt that it was awaiting input from the 
Cricket Club and things were not moving forward.  The Chairman agreed to speak 
with Gordon Smith, who is one of the trustees of the now rather defunct sports 
association and who had been involved in meetings at an earlier stage.

A brief discussion ensued regarding possible heating sources and the Clerk was 
instructed to contact Rob Sadler, a local electrician, for advice
