3. Neighbourhood Watch Meeting:  This would be led by Dave Robins from NHW and 
Paul Burgess from the Parish Council. 

4. RoSPA/Playground inspection:  The matter of the inspections was discussed and it 
was agreed that e-copies of the inspections would be stored electronically and the

Nassington Primary School.  It had been agreed that all parties would put forward an 
idea of their vision / ‘wishlist’ for the new building and these would be taken forward to 
produce preliminary plans.  The building would be ‘modular’ so that it can be built in 
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stages but will ultimately be a cohesive unit.
