09.27) PrescHooL: The Council agreed in principle to a site on the playing field
being allocated and leased to the Preschool committee for the erection of a preschool
unit of approximately 100 square metres, with the project and building being autonomous
in its funding and management, but the committee are to liaise with the pavilion project

It was
RESOLVED that links on the trim trail should be removed to make the parallel balance
chain a little more challenging. Speeding was again raised as an issue to be discussed
with the police.

The clerk reported that the police were committed to the scheme and would do their best
to input and support it. It was agreed to arrange a meeting as a means to gauge village
keenness for a scheme and take it from there.
