All surplus to Spinal Research Charity
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Communicare

Communicare held the bi-monthly meeting at Wansford surgery on Tuesday
14" July. The Treasurer reported that available funds have now reached in
excess of eleven thousand pounds. Dr. Takhar gave a very positive progress
report on items of equipment which Communicare have funded over the past
year — the patient library is a great asset, particularly on matters related to
mental health, depression and smoking. Some patients have purchased the
books recommended — replacements are bought but it was agreed that up to
£100 should be allocated for stock replenishment as and when necessary.
Two new items were requested and agreed by the meeting — an additional
satnav system for the district nurses, the one recently purchased had proved
invaluable and a second would be equally utilised. The laptop computer
provided for the doctors and nurses to use when away from the surgery to
access patient records was also of great value, a major cost of this initial
machine had been the software, but as this is now available free of charge
from the NHS, providing a second computer would be considerable cheaper
and was duly agreed. Dr. Takhar will be monitoring a possible requirement for
another ECG machine and will report back.

Progress is being made with setting up the new pharmacy; advertisements are
currently being run for either full-time or part-time pharmacists, anyone
suitably qualified and interested in this vacancy should contact Wansford
surgery for more details. Following receipt of the planning permission for the
new car parking area, plans are now being drawn up which will include a
garden area with seating and possible access to the Nene Valley Way
footpath, the total cost of the project is expected to be in the region of £60-70K
and the successful application for local amenity grants will be key to the major
improvement reaching fruition.

A new leaflet outlining the purpose, aims and activities of the PPG
(Communicare) was discussed with a view to this becoming available for
circulation later in the year. Dr. Takhar offered to “set up a new email address
— ppg@wansford.co.uk — which would allow patients to present matters for
review or discussion at open meetings.

Efforts are currently being made to set up a scheme of ‘first Responders’ in
the Apethorpe and Kings Cliffe are, this would be a group of volunteers trained
by the E.Northants Ambulance Service, who can respond to an emergency
callout within a small radius of their home, arriving some, often life=saving
minutes before the paramedics. Similar schemes operate in surrounding
counties and many lives have been saved. Operatives carry basic equipment
such as ECG machines and defribulators and administer front-line care until
the ambulance arrives at the site. There are obviously many advantages to
this scheme rolling out across our whole area — involvement time can be as
little or as much as convenient — anyone who might be interested in taking part
should contact Deborah Manger on 01780 470356 or email:

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Dr. Takhar reported that plans are well advanced to open a dental practice at
Wansford Surgery, hopefully this autumn, with two resident dentists, a fully
equipped surgery and an in-house receptionist. Details of the launch will be
published shortly but those wising to receive registration forms should apply,
in writing to Wansford. Please note, however, that the practice will only be
taking private patients, or those funded by private healthcare schemes — no
NHS work will be available.

The next meeting is the AGM and will be held at Wansford surgery on
Tuesday 8 September on 6:30pm, a later than usual time which hopefully will
encourage a good attendance.

The Social Group continue to meet for their coffee mornings on the third
Friday of each month at 10:0am in Yarwell Village Hall. Their next day trip is
on Wednesday 12 August to the market at Henley-in-Arden and then on to
Stratford-upon-Avon. The cost is £15 per person, booking requests to Clare
Wagstaffe 01780 470437.

competition next year in the jam division of the show!
