COMMUNITY SAFETY — NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH (NHW)

There is to be a Neighbourhood Watch meeting in the village hall
at 8pm on 22" July 2009. This will be an opportunity for the
village to resurrect the NHW scheme, for you to raise any matters
of concern with the police and NHW officers and to become
involved in helping keep our community a safe place to be. There
will be advise on crime prevention and an overview of how
policing in this area works. The scheme will be looking for
volunteers to be responsible for a small area — their road, or
close for instance. If you would like any more information, please
contact the clerk. This scheme will not work without the input
and the support of the village.

NEW COMMUNITY SPORTS CENTRE

As you will be aware, the Parish Council is working with the
preschool and the cricket club, investigating the possibilities for
the new sports facilities at the playing field. The intention is to
have an exhibition at the garden show in August outlining the
plans for the area.

KINGs CLIFFE LANDFILL SITE (East Northants Resource
Management Facility)

The Parish Council has been made aware of plans by the owners
of the site at Kings Cliffe (Augean) to allow “the disposal of
wastes, such as soils and construction materials that arise from
sources that include the decommissioning of nuclear power
stations and hospitals. These wastes contain small amounts of
low level radioactivity, which means that they must be sent to
specially authorised and approved landfill sites.” Source — Augean
press release Augean is preparing a planning application which it
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is understood was planned to have been submitted to
Northamptonshire County Council in June and an application for
an authorisation to accept this waste will also be submitted to the
Environment Agency.

This is obviously a potentially contentious issue, but at the time of
writing, the Parish Council is not in a position to state an opinion
as there are still very many unanswered questions. If you would
like more information, please visit the village website where there
are links to the site owner’'s website & press release as well as
details of ‘Waste Watchers’ which is a working party that
monitors the landfill site. If you do not have web access and
would like to see the papers, please contact the clerk as below.

THE DROVE

The Parish Council has been approached by concerned villagers
as there seems to be some confusion over the future of the
garages in the village, owned by Spire Homes. There is no
substance to the rumours that the garages may be demolished to
make way for housing or parking. Spire Homes confirmed that
“‘there are no plans to demolish the garages at the Drove, in fact
all the garages in Nassington appear to be well used with a
waiting list of interested people.” The situation is a little
difference in some other villages where there are some sites that
have been identified for redevelopment, mainly where there are
problems of vandalism and anti-social behaviour. Perhaps the
confusion emanated from what is happening in other villages.
