The latest date for the resurfacing work at Eastfield Crescent is 
week commencing 6th July.  This should be confirmed nearer the 
time. 
DOG CONTROL ORDERS 
Please be aware that East Northamptonshire council has brought 
in Dog Control orders that are designed to control dogs on leads 
and fouling by dogs.  There are 2 separate orders.  The Fouling 
by Dogs order makes it an offence to allow your dog to foul 
anywhere outside where people are allowed to walk.  This 
includes in open countryside and lanes, but only the footpath, not 
the actual fields or open space.  This means that if your dog fouls 
on a footpath, you must clear up the mess.  The ‘Dogs on Leads 
by direction’ order means that if an officer of East Northants 
council (with the necessary authority) directs you to keep your 
dog on a lead, you must do so.  Breach of either of these orders 
could result in a fine of £1,000.  For full information, please follow 
the link from the ‘Community Safety’ pages of the village website.  
PLAY AREA 
The Council is aware of damage to some of the play equipment.  
The zip slide support post has been broken by too many people 
going on it at once.  Please note that this is for one person at a 
time to use – lots of people using it at once will cause it to break 
again.  Repairs to the zip slide and the cargo net in the fenced in 
area have been commissioned.   
The Council and indeed the whole village have been really 
saddened to see what has become of the poor old rocking horse.  
Many people over the years have selflessly put in much time, 
effort and their own money renovating the horse so that children 
can continue to enjoy using it.  It is a much loved piece of 
equipment that has been mindlessly and selfishly been 
vandalised. Someone has sprayed parts of it with gold spray 
paint and sprayed letters down the side.  An utterly nasty thing to 
have done and so pointless too – it just means that the little ones 
cannot use it.

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COMMUNICARE 

 
 
The bi-monthly meeting was held at Wansford Surgery on Tuesday 12th May.  
Unfortunately a full agenda discussion was not possible due to the absence of 
an attending doctor or practice manager.  However the Treasurer reported 
minor items of income and expenditure which resulted in an increase of £70. 
The voluntary transport scheme is operating smoothly and charges will be 
maintained at the current rates for the time being.  Some disquiet was voiced 
regarding the legitimacy of some requests for the service.  It was stressed that 
users should have no other means of transport – either family or friends or 
could be provided with official hospital vehicles.  Also voluntary drivers are not 
expected to act as carers to the patients – anyone using the service who 
requires assistance of any kind during the journey or at either end must be 
suitably accompanied.  In the event of an accident or emergency, any 
involvement by the driver could invalidate insurance cover. 
A kind offer has been received from a group in Wittering of children’s’ toys for 
the surgery waiting rooms – this will be followed up.  The Secretary reported 
on progress in the design and production of a new leaflet about the PPG 
(Patient Participation Group) which could be given out to all new patients and 
also be available at the surgeries – this will give full details of what 
Communicare is, how it works, the services offered and how new members 
can get involved. 
An email had been received from the Nene Commissioning Community 
Interests Company which covers all the 61 practices within the Kettering and 
East Northants Primary Care Trust.  However it was not quite clear as to how 
involvement with this organisation could be beneficial, but at this stage it was 
agreed to provide them with information about Communicare and await further 
communications. 
45 members of the social group have been away on their Spring holiday to 
Shropshire – a lovely break enjoyed by all.  The next outing is a day trip by 
coach to Southwold, a charming traditional seaside resort in Suffolk, on 
Wednesday 17 June, seats are still available cost £19 per person.  The 
autumn holiday is to the Lake District on 27 September, staying for four nights 
at a riverside hot in Kendal.  These events are becoming increasingly popular, 
so anyone interested in either the Southwold or Kendal trips should contact 
Clare Wagstaffe (01780 470437) as soon as possible to avoid disappointment.

Think the Peak District, the Lakes, Wales, 
Scotland, London, the Dorset coast. And it’s all within reach of anybody with a 
car. Think even more parochial. Why is the caravan park at Yarwell so busy?

The growing season really kicks in this month and many 
a tender plant has been planted only to get caught by the 
frost which puts them back a bit or finish them 
altogether!.. The old saying “Never cast a clout until 

May is out” is still very true despite global 
warming.  The month has been very dry with no 

rain at all so it is with glad heart that I can report to 
you gallant allotmenteers – we shall have another water tank very 
soon!  The Parish council have awarded £150 to buy the equipment 
and I have a large slab to donate to stand the tank on, if it’s the right 
size.  This will make a lot of difference to the ones of us down the end 
as walking back and forwards with watering cans is very hard work, 
good for the tummy though I think as I certainly have firmed up in that 
area, only a little I’ll grant you, but as we all know even a little counts! 
I unfortunately am a little despondent at this moment in time as that old 
factor time seems to be against me and I am not doing all I should 
down on my patch.  The pigeons however are really working hard!  I 
did not net my young greens as well as I should and they have had a 
field day, the only thing I can say is they make the most wonderful 
patterns as they nibble away at the leaves, you could almost make 
yourself believe they are curly kales or a new type of green veg!  The 
war is on now, these decimated veggies will come back and I have a 
second battalion of seeds growing as I type this to replace any that do 
not make it back from the front! 
The things I have planted are doing well and will really benefit from the 
rain we have just had as there is nothing like rain water.  I am 
disappointed with my carrots which have come up really sparse, I didn’t 
sow the seeds as thickly as I usually do and have paid the penalty so 
more of these have to go in.  I hope my sweet corn does not suffer the 
fate of a friend of mine who has an allotment at Wittering.  They nursed 
their corn and watch with watering mouths as it ripened.  Then in the 
dead of the night came visitors!!  Badgers!!  They ate the lot; carefully 
removing the cobs from each and every one then vanished back into 
their den.  Does make you wonder sometimes why we take these 
allotments on, but as I have said before the joy of fresh veg is 
indescribable, we are after all hunter/gatherers and later this month I 
will be doing just that in the ever invasive weeds searching out my 
crops if I don’t soon get down to it and weed like a demon!  Take care

This number reaches Northamptonshire Police and is for anything other than 
when life is in danger or a crime is being committed – use 999 in emergencies 
only.  Safer Community Team The Safer Community Team is made up of the 
Police, East Northants Council, parish councils and other interested parties 
(e.g. schools, social services, faith groups).  Once a quarter, a Community 
Panel Meeting takes place, which absolutely anyone can attend. If you would 
like to go, email nhw@nassington.org.uk for details of dates etc. These 
meetings, set the 3 main priorities for the area and the priorities are fed back 
to the Safer Community Team which meets at a Joint Action Group (JAG) to 
try to work out ways of combating the issues highlighted.  Nassington is 
covered by Oundle police station and Nassington parish council is involved 
with the JAG meetings.

Neighbourhood Watch: 
There will be a village meeting, probably on 17th June or 15th July, to discuss 
reinstating a working NHW scheme.  In the meantime, to advise urgent 
information, it is intended that an email system is instigated – please email 
nhw@nassington.org.uk if you would like to receive notification of anything 
urgent  You will receive only important and urgent info, relevant to Nassington, 
infrequently and never without cause you’ll never be spammed with NHW 
irrelevancies, that’s certain!  Keep an eye out for posters detailing when the 
meeting will be. 

Youth matters: 
Various council representatives have been canvassing views in the village.  
They particularly sought out young people to chat with to get their views on 
Nassington and how they felt about ‘anti-social behaviour’, the bus shelter and 
other concerns that have been highlighted recently. 

A number of things came to light, including the fact that there is little for the 
young people to do in the village.  This is a matter that Sgt Phil Holton at 
Oundle had already started to investigate with a view to such things as 
organising transport to youth activities elsewhere, including possibly a youth 
disco at a local pub or club.  The Parish Council will also be looking at options 
it can become involved with.  If you have any ideas at all, or would like to 
volunteer your time with helping the young people (maybe helping at a youth 
club or taxi-ing) please email nhw@nassington.org.uk, text or call 07826 
374729 or talk to a parish councillor.
