OLD CODGER

Until recently | regarded our neighbouring village of Tansor as that place
where the residents (if any) are never seen in daylight. Perhaps they come out
on Halloween, do funny things and then go back to sleep - like in one of those
old Hammer horror films. But suddenly the place is all over the news, not
because one of the locals has been spotted in sunshine but because Benson
the champion carp is no more.

Nobody can say that she didn’t do her bit for anglers all over the country since
she was put in Kingfisher Lake in 1995. She was a young lass of about 20 and
at once tempted fishermen from all over to do battle. One of them was a chap
from Teeside who clocked up 1400 miles on a round trip every week-end
before he landed Benson. Another said he was desperate for a holiday after
he succeeded. He just couldn’t resist the lure of this lady carp. In her 14 years
in Kingfisher Lake she was hauled out 63 times, once at her top recorded
fighting weight of 67Ib 110z. Benson couldn’t resist fishermen, either.

Just think of it: every four months or so, she could no more back off a baited
hook than a drunk can turn down a large scotch. You may say that since fish
have no memory, she just forgot. But recent research shows that a two-ounce
goldfish has a jolly sight better recall than we thought. If you divide two ounces
into 67Ib 110z you get 1,083 (I think) bank so we can reasonably assume that
Benson had that much more memory than a goldfish.

Possibly she
enjoyed having her picture taken — pity she never saw them. So how and why
did she suddenly die? It's thought she took some toxic bait by accident.
Accident? Maybe... But her latest photograph showed her down to 50Ib. |
think the noble Benson sensed this, realised that her voluptuous curves were
fading and mottled with cellulite her best days were over. She'd just had
enough. So, very sensible for a lady carp, she thought she’d go while she was
at the top. | think it was suicide.

In the year 2008/2009 the Trustees gained Hallmark 2 which concentrates on
health, safety, security and licences. We were awarded 100% marks.
Nassington is the first Village Hall in Northamptonshire to gain Hallmark 2.
The Trustees do not intend to apply for Hallmark 3 at this juncture but will start
to put into place any necessary policies towards this.

The Premise Licence has been upgraded to include the showing of films and
dancing on bank holiday’'s and Sunday’s. All groups have been notified about
the PPL Licence and they have also been asked to carry out a fire drill. The
Hall's insurance has been merged with the Trustee Indemnity Insurance
making it much cheaper. All necessary electrical work has been completed
and the Electrical Certificate will now become due every five years. PAT
testing will still be yearly. (o70] 1|
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The Trustee’'s instructed Abbey Independent Surveys to carry out an
inspection on the floor and rear door of the building. Recommendations have
been made in an extensive report and the Trustees are working towards
raising the money required for the work. The surveyor also pointed out that
the toilet block needed re-felting as soon as it was practical. This work was
carried out in early April.

The Trustees have been promoting the Village Hall to attract more users.
There have been more children’s party bookings. A web-site has been
created and we thank Sharon Jackson of Bay Web Designs for designing it
and Sarah Rodger for adding it to the village web-site and enabling the Village
Hall to be emailed from the site.

The Village Hall celebrated 25 years and the Trustees marked this with the
installation of a new kitchen. The project was overseen by Chris Keigthley for
which we thank her. The Trustees also thank all the groups who gave
donations. County Councillor Heather Smith cut the ribbon and declared the
kitchen open. The chairman was also presented with flowers and a book token
for 25 years of service.

After a kitchen inspection by East Northants Council Scores on Doors the
Lunch Club and Village Hall were awarded 4 stars.

For the future the next project is to repair the hall floor and replace the rear
door followed by decorating. The Trustees are looking for new groups to start
up in the Village Hall as many diverse groups are not only an asset to the
village but a good source of income. There are vacancies for two elected
Trustees which should be filled without delay.

The Trustees are also looking for a treasurer as Chris Keigthley resigned from
office in March. The Trustees thank her for her two years of service and wish
her well.

The Chairman thanks everyone who has served as a Trustee over the last
year with a special thank you to the secretary, Ann Bainbridge, for her ongoing
work and support.

b Welcome! We are now approaching the time of mellow fruitfulness when all
the hard work is starting to pay off and those gorgeous new potatoes,
which take no scraping and cooking, have been dug up and served to
the family along with carrots, peas, greens, beans and coming into their own now -
sweet corn! This when dug up, popped straight into a pan of boiling water for a
few minutes, then drenched with butter is heaven, | even eat it raw but hot and
glossy with butter is the very best way. The joy of this particular veg’ is that it is so
good natured and grows away without any fuss even though it does take quite a
while to be ready for harvest - but it is well having a go at.
The long dry spell has been replaced by rain, rain and yet more rain so my water
butt is well and truly full, in fact | could do with several more and interlink them all,
but that is a job for winter. The advantage of all the rain is that the soil is perfect
for sowing more beetroot, carrots, spinach and winter greens such as Savoy
greens, broccoli and red cabbage. | have also started a late crop of spring
onions, lettuce and French beans which grow away really quickly and should
provide me with a small but useful crop. | bet you are all well impressed with all
this activity, | know I am! | must have inherited this love of home grown from my
Mum who is now 91 and is enjoying my vegetables very much. At 45 this
redoubtable lady dug 2 large allotments in Peterborough only to discover on
finishing them that she was pregnant with my brother Ted, who duly arrived safe
and sound weighing in at 9lbs! This gives credence to the saying “Hard work
never killed anyone”
Now my failures! The hot dry weather has played havoc with my greens and they
all have come to very sad ends! | did manage to glean a few cabbages but the
cauli's and broccoli - disasters! As for my foray into melon growing - another
disaster. | put the healthy plant into a box well prepared with compost and it grew
away showing signs of produce then - it rained and | soon realized that | had not
put any drainage holes in the bottom of the box so my plant effectively drowned! |
did manage to retrieve 2 melons - 1 the size of a large gooseberry and the other,
in poor light, could be mistaken for a Cox’s orange pippin, so | don’t think they will
make the show on 31st August! So much for that experiment!
By the time you are reading this ditty the show will have come and gone but | will
be reporting on my exhibits and the competition next time, may the weather have
been kind and the attendance high!!!!
| now have to add that one of the allotment holders has asked if | would mention
the fact that some of his produce appears to have been taken and asked if we can
all be vigilant in watching out for such behavior. This is a great shame when this
happens as it is hard work preparing, planting and nurturing our plots and to see it
vanish is disheartening, so please, whoever you are stop itt The Nassington
allotments only cost £15 per year per plot or £9 for half and are really good value
for money, so instead of taking other peoples produce come and join us and grow
your own, its great!
Last off all congratulations to my neighboring allotmenteer, Caroline and her
husband on the birth of their little boy, well done and see you back in harness very
soon!
