Easter Services. 
 
Maundy Thursday . April 1st. There is a Benefice Eucharist service at 
Nassington Church at 7.30pm. 
Watch Of Prayer. This follows the Eucharist service. Anyone is welcome to 
come to Nassington Church during this time, until Midnight. This is a time of 
silence to think of Jesus preparing to go to the Cross. You can just sit in 
silence and pray, or bring a Bible or a favourite book to read. A member of the 
Ministry team will always be in attendance during this time, so you will never 
be alone. 
Good Friday . A family service will be held in Nassington Church at 10am, on 
April 2nd, so why not bring your children along and let them learn what 
happened on the very first Good Friday. 
Easter Day . There are 2 services in Nassington Church on April 4th. The BCP 
HC service at 8.30am and a Sung Easter Eucharist at 10am. So come and 
join us in celebrating with hymns and prayers the rising of Jesus from the 
tomb. 
Afghanistan Sunday . On Sunday 18th April there will be a special service in 
Nassington Church to honour and remember all those brave service personnel 
who have lost their lives or been injured in Afghanistan. The service will 
include hymns, readings and poems and a short act of remembrance. 
Personnel from RAF Wittering will be invited to attend, and it is hoped this will 
become an annual service at Nassington. 
Family Services.  These are now held at 4pm on the first Sunday of each 
month, led by Sheila Baile and her dedicated team. The children always take a 
large part in this service, so please come along and support them. 
Evensong.  This has been moved to the 4th Sunday of each month. The next 
dates are 25th April, 23rd May, 27th June, 25th July. The PCC think that this will 
be a better time for this service, instead of the 1st Sunday.

Great British Fish and Chip Supper – Friday 21 st May 2010 
 
Want to do something different? Want to raise money where you live or work? 
Want to eat Fish and Chips, while raising money for charity? Hold a fish and 
chip supper on Friday 21st May 2010 whilst raising awareness of spinal cord 
injury and supporting SIA’s information and support services.  
You can hold a fish and chip supper in your own home, at work or hold a 
larger supper at your local community centre. 
SIA will provide a fundraising pack containing hints and tips, recipes, 
invitations and donation envelopes. By inviting 7 friends and asking them to 
donate an additional £5.00 means you will raise at least £35.00 from your 
supper but we will also give you additional fundraising ideas to raise even 
more money for SIA. 
Last year we had over 80 suppers taking part in England and Wales. In 2010 
we want to double that figure and ensure we can provide more support to 
spinal cord injured people. 
The money raised from the suppers will help the Spinal Injuries Association 
offer support to individuals who become paralysed and their families, from the 
moment a spinal injury occurs, and for the rest of their lives by providing 
services and publications which enable and encourage paralysed people to 
lead independent lives. 
Every year in the UK over 1,000 people experience a spinal cord injury and 
there are an estimated 40,000 spinal cord injured people in the UK alone.  
Community Fundraising Officer, Elizabeth Wright, says, “The Fish and Chip 
Supper is a wonderful opportunity for a great evening with friends and family. 
We are also encouraging people who work to hold a Fish and Chip Lunch in 
their work places to raise even more funds. You may be even a local 
community group wanting to run a fun evening with your group.

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In The Apiary – Thoughts from a Novice Beekeeper. 
 

Over the winter several people have asked me about the 
beehives, with one gentleman (sorry I don’t know your 
name) suggesting that I write a diary in the newsletter. So 
here is instalment 1. 
Why beekeeping? We cannot fail to have heard about the 
demise of the honey bee and it stimulated me into action. A 
six week course held at Sacrewell was my starting point. A 
great chance to meet those in the know and I would 

recommend it to anyone interested in keeping bees or for those just interested 
in bees. I will admit the apiary is a great hiding place as no one disturbs me 
when I am surrounded by a cloud of bees! You need to work slowly when 
opening up the hives – a perfect antidote to a hectic day in the secondary 
school classroom.  
Winter has been quiet. I visited the hive each month to check mice and moths 
hadn’t taken up squatters rights. The brightness of the sun and snow 
combination enticed some out, where they immediately became hypothermic 
and died. Putting up a screen to stop the glare in front of the entrance solved 
that problem. Now is a critical time of year. They are near starvation having 
used up most of the winter store. The Queen has begun laying and the grubs 
need feeding. Snowdrops, winter aconites, viburnum and celandine are all 
good sources of food. Gardeners – here is the perfect excuse to leave this 
weed. Many hives, having survived the winter, die in early spring. I have 
started to feed them fondant icing as a fall back. 
As for the beekeeper I must remove the hive floor and clear it of dead bees 
and flame gun it to help disease control, make some more frames as Dad 
made me a new hive for my birthday. Then sit back and dream of some rich 
pickings in a few months time.

Viaduct goes with a crash – February 1981 
 
River users lost a land-mark when the central span of a 15 arch viaduct 
over the Nene at Nassington was demolished by workmen using a 
heavy ball and chain. 
The river between Elton and Yarwell locks was closed as tons of 
masonry fell into the watercourse.  The river will be re-opened to 
navigation by the end of the month. 
The big viaduct and a smaller one over a backwater which has already 
been demolished were said by British Rail to be in a dangerous state. 
They formed part of the old Seaton to Wansford line.  The last train 
went down the line in 1976 to lift the track – which had not been used 
regularly for years.

A meeting of Communicare took place on Tuesday 9th March at the Wansford 
Surgery.  Current funds have increased by approximately £50 but monies will 
soon be allocated to the new ECG machine on order for Kings Cliffe and 
computer software to enhance the records system for patients on warfarin.  
The building of two new consulting rooms at Wansford is almost completed 
and the date for the opening of the new pharmacy should be announced in the 
next week or two.  There has been a delay in the progress of the new dental 
practice, but this has allowed for the re-organisation of rooms in conjunction 
with the new accommodation.  A new automated system will soon be used to 
text patients with reminders of appointments and later on health campaigns 
such as flu jabs, vaccinations, blood tests. It is important that patient records 
are kept up-to-date with telephone and mobile numbers and email addresses 
– any changes should be notified to the surgery without delay.  Later on 
amendments may be possible via the website.  
The Social Group will meet for their monthly coffee morning at Yarwell Village 
Hall on Friday 16th April at 10.0 a.m.  The first day trip of the summer season 
is on Wednesday 14th April to Ely – an opportunity to visit the cathedral, have 
lunch and browse the shopping centre - the coach will collect from all the local 
villages – to reserve a seat please ring Clare Wagstaffe on 01780 470437.
