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COMMUNICARE. 
 
The presentation was made on Monday 25th June, of the Echocardiogram. A 
successful fundraising campaign by Communicare, over the past two years, 
has resulted in £27,000 being raised towards the total cost of the 
Echocardiogram. Many patients made generous donations and raised monies 
in a variety of ways, including a sponsored cycle ride. THANK YOU. 
During the course of the appeal, successful applications were made to other 
bodies for support. As a result of these- the British Heart Foundation and the 
Harry Cureton Trust-, an amazing £50,000 has been raised. This has enabled 
extra purchases of ultrasounds for the abdomen and arteries to be made, and 
funding towards the running of the Echocardiogram. 
After all this—what is an Echocardiogram? It is a non-invasive ultrasound 
examination that produces a moving image of the heart on a screen similar to 
that of a PC or small television. It allows your doctor to evaluate the valves 
and chambers of the heart, and to demonstrate the heart’s pumping ability. 
Using a small wand like instrument, called a transducer, the technologist will 
listen to the sounds and look at the echoes that your heart makes and then 
convert them into a picture, using a specialised computer. 
Another new piece of equipment, a SLIT lamp (tonometer) has been 
purchased. This measures pressures in the eye and is very useful for 
glaucoma patients. 
Automated arrival systems have been approved for purchase, and this will 
enable patients to automatically announce their arrival without the need to 
queue at the desk. 
Approval for an extension to car parking at Wansford has been refused, so 
Communicare will write to express our concerns etc. 
BIG DAY. Friday 28th September 2007. The Macmillan coffee mornings will 
be held at both surgeries. 
Our next meeting will be on 18th September at 12.45pm at Wansford, and will 
be our AGM.

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READER’S FAVOURITE RECIPEE  
 

One of the favourite recipes I used as Catering Manager at 
Milletts HQ in Northampton was Liver and Sausage Casserole, 

especially good on cold winter days. 
 For 4 people you need 2lb sausages (Mould the 

butchers of course)!! 1lb pig’s liver, 1lb Smoked back 
bacon, 1 large onion and 1 large can of Tomato 
soup, preferably Heinz but any creamed soup is ok.  

Chunk up the liver 
and add to brown. Cut sausages into 4’s.  Mix all together apart from bacon, 
place some bacon rashers in casserole dish add other ingredients and place 
slices of bacon on top. Cook in moderate oven for 1 to 1-1/2 hours. Serve 
with mashed potatoes and swede for a warming autumnal dish.
