Pavilion

It has become increasingly obvious that the sports pavilion is in
urgent need of some attention. Over the years, upk  eep and repair
has been carried out, in the main, on a voluntary b asis minimising
costs to the village. However, the time has come f or a major

rethink as much of the remedial work now necessary is beyond
economic viability for an almost untenable building . At the same
time, the village has expanded to such a point that additional
‘community’ space may be required for certain activ ities. For
instance, when our French friends come for twinning visits, for
school presentation events (the school hall is not able to
accommodate the number of children and parents with the
numbers at the present levels), cricket club social events — there

are many examples of uses to which improved facilit ies could be
put. The village preschool is anxiously looking fo r a more
permanent home and an after school club or youth cl ub is also a
possibility.

At the present time, the option most favoured is to construct a
new building to satisfy the needs of the wider comm unity

The Parish Council and the Cricket Club are the onl vy bodies

currently represented on the Sports Association and as such have
been driving forward discussions on the various opt ions for
updating the facilities. We have got to the point now where

‘stakeholders’ who want to be involved with the dev elopment
stages are to be invited to the next meeting (aroun d 19"
November) to help formulate ideas into a more concr  ete project
proposal and then early in the New Year, there will be a public
meeting that anybody will be able to attend.

We will try to keep you as informed as possible; however we must emphasize
to all that if the Post Office is selected for closure the shop will not be viable
and will have to close as well.

Since taking over the shop and Post Office five years ago, post office income
and shop takings have drastically dropped; add to this the ever increasing cost
of utilities for e.g. our electricity bill five years ago was £105 per month, this
had now increased to £310 per month, we are and have been subsidising the
shop for the last 18 months and this is a situation that we cannot maintain
indefinitely. USE IT OR LOSE IT!
