Footpath through the churchyard

The footpath through the churchyard is scheduled in to the County
Council’s repair schedule for early in the new year. The main aim is to
infill the broken tarmac and little potholes that cause a nuisance to
wheelchair and pushchair users and a potential hazard to pallbearers.
The work is expected to take a day, but may spill into a second. The
churchyard footpath will be closed as once the repair work is finished, a
layer of ‘golden gravel' will be applied to blend it in with the rest of
Church Street. We are hoping that this work will be completed before
the schools reconvene, but realistically it is more likely to be later in
January.

Sun shines on volunteer celebration!
Enjoying the countryside and highlighting how

committed volunteer help to enhance It.
December 2007

On Tuesday the 11™ December the Wildlife Trust celebrated the success of its
‘Valley Volunteers’ project with a morning guided walk, mince pies and mulled
wine at Ring Haw Field Station at Old Sulehay Nature Reserve. Wildlife Trust
staff and many dedicated volunteers were joined by Dr lan Williamson from
Natural England’s Aggregates Levy Sustainability Fund Grants Management
Team, which is funding the Valley Volunteer Project, he said "The Valley
Volunteers Project is the only current ALSF project specifically targeted at
conservation volunteers and due to the dedication of Wildlife Trust staff and
volunteers alike, continues to be a major success story; this can only bode
well for the future management of nature in the Nene Valley. The event held at
Old Sulehay was a great opportunity for me to meet many of
those involved and also enjoy a 'grand day out' in the winter sunshine.”

The weather held and all enjoyed a walk in the sunshine, taking in the sights
and sounds of this very special nature reserve, from the cry of a buzzard
circling overhead to the stunning spectacle of a spindle tree in full fruit, bright
pink against a winter hedgerow. As part of the tour, Reserves Manager, Jane
Pearman and Senior Reserves Officer for Northamptonshire, Paul Evans gave
talks on the management of reserves along the Nene valley, the Trust’s Vision
for the Valley and the history of the Old Sulehay Reserve.

The Nene Valley Volunteer Development Officer, Rosie Blackman also spoke
about the many volunteering opportunities the Trust offers, she said: “A wide
variety of roles are available to potential volunteers; there are opportunities for
people throughout Northamptonshire and beyond, at all levels of knowledge
and skill and for people who want to volunteer full time or just one day a
month. It's all about getting closer to your local wildlife and as some of the
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volunteers here have shown you have the opportunity to make new friends
and learn new skills from each other and the experts” .

Ecology Group members; Judy Stroud, Jeremy Rusher, Judy Rusher and
Voluntary Warden of Short Wood Nature Reserve Keith Alvey gave accounts
of the volunteer work they have been involved in and are looking forward to
taking part in the near future. Judy Stroud commented; “A most enjoyable,
friendly and informative walk around Old Sulehay. Meeting enthusiastic and
dedicated Wildlife Trust staff and volunteers is always inspiring. ”

Juliette Butler, Wildlife Training Workshops officer rounded the talks off with
an outline of the latest training opportunities which include the wide range of
wildlife courses available in 2008, from bats and birds, to wild flowers and
insects.

Nick Hammond, Director of the Beds, Cambs, Northants and Peterborough
Wildlife Trust said “In addition to the place, the weather and the seamless
organisation a highlight of the morning was hearing the volunteers express
their experiences so eloquently.”

Closing the morning’s event Brain Eversham, Conservation Director added
"The event was a powerful demonstration of how crucial volunteers are to the
work and the future of the Wildlife Trust. Faced with climate change and
massive housing and industrial growth, we need to manage our nature
reserves even better - and volunteers are a key to that. And more than ever,
we need to monitor the effectiveness of all that we do, and to track the
changes in local wildlife brought about by climate change. Our Ecology
Groups are a future face of the unrivalled 300-year tradition of British natural
history."

Extracts from: -
“Aspects of the
History of
Nassington”

by Alec Jackson

I was born in Nassington in 1930. My mother was a Nassington girl,
Mabel Alice Starsmore. Her mother was a Foster, her maternal
grandmother a Bream and her paternal grandmother a Parkinson. All
Nassington families since the early 19" Century.

My father’s family moved into the Prebendal farmhouse, when Mr S W
Fenn moved out and Mr Babbs took the farm. My grandfather was his
farm foreman.

My parents first home was 1 Runnel Lane, their second was 70 Station
Road and | lived there until 1949 when | joined the army. Except for
the years when | was serving abroad | have been back during almost
every leave period and to most August Bank Holiday Flow Shows.

My maternal grandparents, my parents and | were married in
Nassington Church. My mother, my brother and I, my wife and my
children were christened there.

I have been working on these “Aspects of the History of Nassington”
booklets since 2000, in conjunction with many people who were living
in the village in the Thirties and forties and | thank them all for their
advice and help.

Sue Payne has kindly agreed to accept and maintain copies of the
booklets, to hold them in the village, to accept corrections to my “first
editions” and any additional information anyone can provide from
personal knowledge, from photographs or from the deeds belonging to
their homes and to help to keep them up to date.

When World War Il broke out in 1939, there were eight farms over 175
acres and five smallholdings in Nassington, covering 2,300.314 acres.
Alec Jackson knew them well. As a young lad, he helped look after
some of the 40 horses, seven ponies, four bulls, 101 cows, 382
bullocks, 10 rams, 270 ewes and 120 yearlings that roamed the fields.
These are the kind of details he has put together (you can even learn
how to harness a plough horse) in his fascinating account of farm life in
Nassington, when power came from horses, humans and a few
primitive tractors.

All the farms were mixed arable, growing corn, wheat for bread, barley
for brewing, oats for horses, mangles for cattle, Swedes for sheep, and
sugar beet as a cash crop. Fenn’s and Lock’s farms each had cows for
breeding and milk. Most had bullocks for beef and some bred piglets
for bacon. Many families kept their own pig. With piglets as prizes for
the men’s and women’s champions, the skittle contest at the village
show was always popular.

The horses were mainly heavier males but each farm had one or two
mares for breeding and work. Some had stallions which were walked
around the villages when required to cover a mare.

Mobilisation in 1939 meant that farms were no longer the major
employers they had been, so the boys whose job until then had been to
lead horses took the place of the enlisted servicemen. Some prisoners
of war were also used, and women and girls played an increasing part
in feeding the nation.

Today, all but the Lyvden farmyard has disappeared, along with all the
cowsheds and crew yards: just a few horses and ponies are kept for
riding.

Farms sold skimmed milk, cream and butter every morning and
evening. The butcher bought his meat at Oundle, Peterborough or
Stamford markets. He slaughtered on Thursday, butchered on Friday
and sold most of his stock, fresh, on Saturday, wrapped in greaseproof
paper and newspaper. Home deliveries were made by the milkmaids
on foot with their churns and the butcher boy with a basket on his bike.
Bread was baked by Billy Hull or Alfred Dixon.
