Please note that the Under 5’'s enclosed area will be resurfaced in the near
future. This will involve professional treatment of the weeds prior to removal
of the existing decomposed bark and installation of more playgrade bark.
While the herbicides are destroying the weeds, the under 5's area will be out
of bounds — if this coincides with sports day or other planned activities,
apologies all round, but the plan is to have it ready as soon as possible for the
summer. The council is trying to avoid any ‘special days’ that it knows about.

The zip slide will be re-tensioned and a new button seat fitted while the
contractors are working on the Under 5's area

bounds — it is due scheduled maintenance and is not usable until this has
been carried out.

It has also passed on information from nearby residents
who have explained that lorry drivers tend to use the Drove phone box when
they are not able to get mobile phone signals and cannot park as easily on
Station Rd

Extracts from: -

“Aspects of the History of
Nassington”

By Alec Jackson

| enjoyed my childhood and working on Fenn’s farm, when every job was
challenging and many were hard work. When the men were called up in 1939
many boys had to work on farms at week-ends and school holidays. The most
| was paid was 6p (2.5p) and hour. After leaving school in July 1948 | worked
as a farm labourer, then enlisted in the army in February 1949. But there were
many days off for interviews, commission board and so on (best of all, days
shooting with Boy Fenn) before | was called up in the following April.

Those youthful years taught me to respect animals and birds as well as farm
workers and their many skills. | learned how to use hand and horse-drawn
tools, how to drive the tractor, and cope with a working day from 7am to 8pm
in hay and harvest times. All that developed my fithess and stamina and stood
me in good stead during army training and throughout my service — and | still
benefit from it today.

Most important of all, our generation had a natural immunity to common
diseases, clean air to breathe, safe water from springs and wells and fresh
food from our gardens and farms. And, because virtually all of our food was
fresh, it did not need to be contaminated by additives, colourings, dressings,
preservatives or sprays.

The only shortages | remember my mother complaining about during the war
were sugar for bottling fruit and making jam. The only things | missed were
bananas.

When Mr Cecil Dennis Fenn gave me my Victory Certificate (a message from
King George appreciating individuals for their war effort) and thanked me for
working on his farm, | felt very proud to have done my bit. Both on the farm
and by catching rabbits and shooting pigeons to provide additional meat for
those in London.
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Old codger

What a satisfying day this has been. I've just come in from the garden seat
where a glass of the red added to the rich colours of evening when the sun
slants across the fields down to the river, over Wilger Bridge and up to Sibson,
and | bless the happy chance that led me here. The day began hours before,
of course, not long after dawn when | was pottering about in pyjamas through
my top and bottom meadows. This sounds quite grand, as it's meant to. The
top meadow is in fact the thirty or so feet of lawn which leads to a dry stone
wall | built 25 years ago and which is surprisingly still standing. Below that, a
couple of feet lower, is the bottom meadow, and over the fence is the big
garden — miles of fields kept in good order by farmer Michael Longfoot, to
whom | am grateful.

| then made the weekly trip to the recycling centre at Oundle - perhaps the
highlight of my social life. You meet a good class of people there, driving in
from miles around with car boots full of rubbish, burning up tyre rubber and
petrol, polluting the air and clogging the roads to get there. | gloomily suspect
that the entire Green and Global Warming Movements will eventually be
revealed as national diseases designed to raise money and provide jobs for
people who ought to know better. But we are asked to do it, so we do our best.
Then | enjoyed the weekly game of snooker. We're a poor lot, really. Potting
three balls in succession is the equivalents of holing in one at golf, but snooker
seems to be the only game left for which we can raise the necessary puff.

This year seems to be something special. Why, for instance, is the nesting box
| put up years ago inhabited for the first time? Two blue tits are in residence.
Why does there seem to be a greater variety of bird life in my back garden
than there has been in the 38 years since | moved in? Could it be that, after
decades of leaving out bird food, the garden has achieved fame as an avian
Little Chef of the Nene Valley? Why, for the first time, have | seen a vixen
gambolling with three cubs just over the fence? The cubs have disappeared,
although | saw mum lolloping about last evening. So have most of the dog
walkers since the bull, cows and calves took up residence.

Overall, the field has become a modest nature reserve, lacking only a Kate
Humble and a Bill Oddie. Both are worth serious study so | am keeping a keen
eye on things — hopefully the Humble.
